BAPTISM OF THE LORD

RCIA UPDATE We are sharing resources with St. Bridget
Parish for this year’s Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)
program. As you know, RCIA is the process by which new, adult
members are welcomed into the Catholic Church. The path to full
membership is through reception of the three Sacraments of
Initiation: Baptism, Confirmation, and the FEucharist. In
preparation for receiving the sacraments at Easter, a number of
people from St. Bartholomew and St. Bridget Parishes have been
attending weekly meetings at the St. Bridget parish house for the
past several months. At these meetings, the candidates receive
instruction (catechesis) in our Catholic faith.

Although the catechesis for the two parishes is being done jointly,
the two parishes celebrate the various rites (which are integral to
the RCIA process) separately. Last Sunday the two parishes
celebrated the Rite of Acceptance and Welcoming. At this Rite,
candidates formally declare their desire to be accepted by the
community as people preparing for the Sacraments of Initiation,
and they express their intention to continue their efforts in
preparation for the sacraments in order to become more faithful
followers of Jesus. We celebrated this rite with our candidate, Lani
Kerr.

As part of their ongoing preparation, the candidates will be given
the opportunity each week to explore the Word of God in
Scripture. This will take place during Sunday Mass in an activity
called the Sending Forth. Members of the RCIA team will escort
the candidates from the church to another room after the homily.
They will then take part in a Scripture reflection based on the
readings they have just heard at Mass. The Sending Forth will be
done jointly with St. Bridget Parish, that is, with all the candidates
from both parishes in the same church. It will begin this Sunday
(Januarleth) and continue until Easter, being held at our church
on some of the Sundays, and at St. Bridget’s church on the others.

The community is very important in this process. We invite you to
welcome the candidates on the Sundays when the Sending Forth
takes place here, and to include them in your prayers. Their
pictures will be displayed in the entrance to the Church from now
until Easter. Feel free to send them notes and cards of
encouragement. Address them by name and drop them in the
collection boxes.
