Sponsor Certificates are issued to any registered member of
St. Bartholomew Church who has attained the required minimum age of 16 yrs and has received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation
and Eucharist.  You must be a member of the parish for a minimum of 2 months.

LOWER YOUR ELECTRIC BILLS!  We are happy to 
announce that St. Bart’s Parish is participating in a program to 
lower our expense for electricity. We have signed an agreement 
with Positive Energy Electricity Supply, LLC.  We have just 
received our electric bill for the rectory from C L & P for the 
month of January and the savings is $34 over the previous month.  
The per kwh price has been decreased from $0.124 to $0.110.  We 
expect the electric bill for the church to go from approx. 
$1200/month to $1000/month, a $200 savings each month. 
This program is available for all homeowners and businesses as 
well. You would continue to be billed by C L & P but your rate 
would be lower. 
You may have noticed that in your electric bill each month, you 
receive a notice of the option to choose your choice of supplier. 
Positive Energy has made it possible for the church to receive a 
donation from them for parishioner’s enrollment in the program 
through the parish. You would receive the same low rate for your 
electricity and the parish would receive a donation from the 
company of $1.00 for each enrollee and $1.00 per 1000 kwh per 
user each month.
