From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 

THANKS ! 
We thank Matthew O’Neill, owner of the O’Neill Funeral 
Home, for providing religious calendars for the parish this 
year. You may have noticed that Sacred Heart is featured on 
the December page since this year marks the 125th 
Anniversary of the founding of the parish. (Unfortunately, the 
date on the page is incorrect, and the picture of the 
Sanctuary was taken before the recent repainting.) 
 

“C OME HOME”  
I’d like to share an update on the recent “Come Home” 
program which was a part of our Christmas attempt to 
welcome back parishioners who no longer worship regularly 
with us. At Sacred Heart and St. Rose we had boxes 
wrapped in Christmas wrap with forms for people to submit 
names of those they knew weren’t attending Mass at the 
parish who we could invite to “Come Home” for Christmas. 
No names were submitted at St. Rose. Nine names were 
submitted at Sacred Heart. I wrote each one a personal 
letter inviting them to “Come Home” and also inviting them to 
call or speak to any staff person if they had been hurt or 
offended in some way be something we had done. From the 
nine letters I received back two responses. The first was 
marked “deceased”, the second, “Unable to be forwarded”. 
 
On the New Year’s Day holy day about 250 people attended 
Mass at Sacred Heart (4 Masses), and just under 100 
people attended at St. Rose (2 Masses). This got me to 
reflecting on the general trend of decreasing numbers of 
people attending Mass on holy days, even the “big” ones, 
Christmas and Easter, and certainly on Sundays. 
 
When I was young I went to weekly catechism classes which 
were held in the church and taught by Sisters who came 
over from St. Gregory’s in Dorchester. The Sisters had us 
learn the teachings of the church such as the 
commandments, precepts, sacraments, etc., mostly by 
memorization. Whatever the Sisters taught was reinforced 
and taught again at home, principally by the living faith 
examples of my parents. 
 
If there was ever a conflict between 
going to Mass, or to catechism, and 
working at one of my part-time jobs, or 
school sports, or playing in the school 
band, there was never a question, 
argument, or even a discussion! My 
duty to God always won! 
 
I don’t know exactly what happened. I suppose it was many 
things over these years. It seems to me, now, that God, and 
worshiping Him and thanking Him at Mass, seems to be last 
in line, and He often loses out to other things people 
apparently feel are more important, or more “fun”.
