It#s the miracle that always captures the attention$ Sight restored. 
Lame limbs healed. Hearing brought back. The dead raised. Water 
changed into wine. When you think about it, the fir st four are often 
routine today. Granted, the miracle doesn#t happen every time.  

Of course, we still haven#t been able to crack that water-into-wine 
thing. It is still a bona fide miracle. Relying on the miraculous misses 
the point that John is trying to make in today#s Gospel. The !sign" is 
not about how much wine we can get out of Jesus, bu t rather that he 
was revealing his glory, leading his disciples to belief. The signs in 
John#s Gospel are again and again about faith, about coming to believe 
in Jesus. 

Praying for the miraculous can lead to an increase of faith. But we 
can#t let the miracle-or lack thereof-get in the way of faith. Instead, we 
can let our faith uncover the miraculous that alrea dy takes place each 
day: the healing that goes on in hospitals; the ama zing production of 
food that feeds so many; the growing ability of hum ankind to 
understand this created world; the wonder of a chil d who grows from 
just a few cells to an adult in the span of two dec ades. It#s these 
miracles that can capture our attention and deepen our faith$
