Do you believe that you are supposed to be 
Christ in this world today?

You sign 
yourself with holy water and make the sign of the 
cross. Do you really believe that the Spirit of God 
is upon you? 

Paul doesn’t mince any words this week when he tells the 
Corinthians, “You are Christ’s body.” He can say that because we have 
all been given of the one Spirit. That Spirit of God sends us to bring 
good news to the poor, “to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of 
sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free.” 

We can do all those things because we are united with all the 
baptized in the one body of Christ, through one Spirit. How we work 
that out in each community is part of the discernment of the Spirit that 
takes place, discovering the best ways to use each person’s talents and 
gifts. God’s Spirit is given for the common good, and it is in the 
community of faith that each of us discovers the ways that God wants
