Epiphany of the Lord 
 
This royal psalm prays that God will endow Israel©s king and 
his successors with good judgment so that they will govern 
God©s people with justice and peace. The ideal king serves as 
God©s intermediary, rescuing the lowly, the afflicted, and the 
poor. It is Jesus as the messianic Davidic King who will 
fulfill these ideals. And on this feast of the Epiphany, which 
means "manifestation," we celebrate his manifestation 
beyond his own people and to the whole world, represented 
by the magi who come from the east to pay him homage as 
the newborn king of the Jews in today©s Gospel.  
The psalm prays for the manifestation of the king©s universal 
rule--"may he rule from sea to sea, and from the River to the 
ends of the earth." Though the magi in today©s Gospel are 
not, strictly speaking, "kings," they fulfill what is said in the 
psalm about the kings of Arabia and Seba, which are in the 
east from which the magi come, bringing tribute and offering 
gifts. They foreshadow the psalm©s prediction that "all kings 
shall pay him homage, all nations shall serve him." The 
psalm thus invites us, like the magi, to pay homage to Jesus 
as the universal King and to imitate his concern for peace 
and justice, especially for those most needy among us.
