Pastor's pen ¼ 
 

First, I want to tip my hat to our astute 
Deacon who noticed that I wrote 
Laetare Sunday a couple weeks ago 
when it was in fact Gaudete Sunday, a 
Sunday to rejoice. 

 This weekend we are still at the 
beginning of Christmas as we celebrate the feast of the 
Holy Family. We get a glimpse of the life of the Holy 
Family at its beginning, though they must have lived 
together for much of the time that Jesus was growing up, 
and during at least part of His adulthood. During these 
years things would not have stayed the same. Jesus was 
not a smiling baby until he turned 30 and started His 
ministry. Mary passed from her teens to somewhere in 
her 40s over these years. Joseph would have passed 
from adulthood into mid-life, and on into death during 
these years. What did not change was Mary's 
motherhood, Joseph's roles as husband and foster-father, 
and Jesus' role as son. As these people changed, their 
relationships must have changed as well, though they 
would have always been marked with profound respect 
and love. 
 As we celebrate the feast of the Holy Family, we 
can look to them for help. Whether we are caring for 
children, or parents, or ourselves, these are all 
experiences that the Holy Family had to deal with. In 
work, and schooling, and religious practice as well they 
spent themselves to be fruitful and engaged. And so this 
feast is a great time to meditate on our family life. 
Where have we come from? What trials have we 
endured? Where has God touched our lives? This 
meditation may also help us to see where it is that God 
is leading us now. At least it can comfort us to know 
that when we pray to the Holy Family they can 
understand our lives. 
 This weekend may be a truly privileged time to 
pray for our immediate family, and for any extended 
family members who are in need. They will hear us, and 
they will help us.
