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Pastor's pen ¼ 
 

 On the twelfth day of 
Christmas, my true love gave (or 
sent) to me, twelve Lords a leaping 
(or drummers drumming, or 
whatever), and all the other things in 
the song! Well, again Merry 

Christmas to you. I was thinking about this song because 
the twelve days of Christmas are the days from 
Christmas Day to Epiphany, when Epiphany falls on 
January 6th. This is the case in many countries, and in 
fact they often have it as a Holy Day of Obligation. We 
move it to a Sunday, this Sunday this year. I was 
wondering if that means we really only have nine days 
of Christmas this year? Or, on the other hand, since we 
now celebrate Christmas until the feast of the Baptism of 
the Lord, do we have 15 days of Christmas? OK, so it 
isn't one of my more serious thoughts, especially since 
last July I was singing Il est n• le Divin EnfantÐa 
French Christmas carol.  
 My point is that there is something of Christmas 
that is meant to endure, longer than the Christmas 
season. These feasts that we celebrate at the start of 
Winter are all about God's revelation to the human race. 
This revelation comes to its peak in the perfect 
revelation of God in God's Son, Jesus the Christ. In this 
God has shown us what we might never have come to 
understand on our ownÐthat God has created us to be in 
relationship with one another and with God. God needed 
to show us that love in a way we can see and understand, 
a loving sacrifice of a Son, and a Father. These feasts 
show us that this revelation of love is not just for Mary 
and Joseph, not just for the Jewish people, not just for 
us, it is for all people. From the shepherds to the kings, 
from the simple to the most educated, God wanted to be 
sure everyone knew what was happening. Our 
celebration this weekend is our way of saying back to 
God that we do understand what is happening. The 
revelation of God in Jesus is present here in the 
Eucharist. We stand in awe next to those shepherds and 
kings, and with them we give glory to God. God has 
revealed Love to us, a love that is present throughout the 
whole year.
