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Pastor’s pen ...

The Baptism of the Lord is a
great way to transition from our
celebration of Christmas back into
Ordinary Time. This year we hear the
account as told by Luke the
Evangelist. One interesting perspective he provides is
the deeply personal nature of the experience of baptism.
It is as if we are watching a private moment between
God the Father and God the Son. “You are my beloved
Son.” Jesus will take this moment with Him into the
desert for his 40 day retreat before beginning His
ministry.

Our baptisms are the beginning of our life in
Christ. It is the moment of our adoption in Christ. We
become a daughter or son of God. God comes to see and
love in us what He sees and loves in Christ. We for our
part are called to live the life of Christ from the time of
our baptism onward. We are called, and given what we
need, to live lives worthy of our Father in heaven.

In both the life of Christ and in our own this
deeply personal moment is also a powerfully public one.
It is the same with all the sacraments. They begin and
deepen our relationship with God and at the same time
make His grace present in the world for the benefit of
others.

This weekend I also want to remind you that |
will be away next week for my annual National Catholic
Office for the Deaf Pastoral Week. I am still the Board
secretary, and I am also trying to coordinate our Liturgy
schedule this year, so it will be a busy time! I hope that I
am able to enjoy Houston in person and not just from
my hotel window. I want to thank all of you who
continue to support Deaf ministry here, and all
throughout our region and country.
