A reflection on a day to remember … 
As we celebrate the birthday of Martin 
Luther King Jr., many cities and many 
churches will recall the courage and 
challenge of the civil rights leader who 
suffered and died for his beliefs. 
 When he confronted those who 
dealt out injustice, he and his followers were stopped, 
jailed, sometimes beaten, ridiculed and threatened. They 
were called rabble-rousers, Communists, disturbers of 
the peace and worse. Many people stood by and did 
nothing. 
 It is no wonder that Dr. King said, “In the end, 
we will remember not the words of our enemies, but the 
silence of our friends.” 
 Whatever else we remember about Dr. King, we 
should recall that he chose not to remain silent in the 
face of injustice. Can we say the same about ourselves? 
 When anyone is treated without respect, without 
fair play, without kindness or Christian love, we must 
not remain mute. We should follow the suggestion of 
Dr. King: “With our faith, we will transform the 
jangling discords of our nation into a beautiful 
symphony of brotherhood.” 

 
Today’s lesson on Christian symbols … 

The Chi Rho is an ancient 
monogram of Christ. The 
symbol is composed of the 
first two letters of the Greek 
word for Christ: XPIC-TOC 
(pronounced Christos.) 
There are many variations, 
but the most common form 
superimposes the “X” (Chi) 
on the “P” (Rho). Although 
it isn’t considered to be a 
cross, the Chi Rho invokes 

Jesus’ crucifixion. The symbol has been in use for more 
than 1,600 years. Early Christians used the Chi Rho as a 
sign of their faith, and Constantine the Great placed it on 
his soldiers’ shields.
