Our Baptism  
 

Our personal dignity depends on one thing only ± th e extent to which 
we have lived out our baptismal call.  In Baptism ±  we are given a share 
in the undying life of God.  The ceremony of Baptis m is filled with 
glorious symbols ± that teach us so much about our spiritual life.  Each 
of us is formally given a name ± and welcomed into the family of God's 
people.  Water is used ± water, the most precious t hing we have on this 
earth ± water, the symbol of cleansing ± we are cle ansed of sin in this 
sacrament ± water, the symbol of life. 
 
In Baptism ± God calls us by name.  Truly, he says to us, just as he said 
to Jesus ± ªYou are my beloved sonº ± ªYou are my b eloved daughter.º  
And the Spirit descends on us, in order to help us to live the life of a 
Christian and to participate in the mission of Jesu s.  Spiritually, 
Baptism is the greatest thing that can happen to us .  Because we are 
baptized we are challenged to learn what it means t o be a Christian.  
This is a task of a lifetime.  There is always some thing new to learn.  
Towards the end of his life a saint was asked if he  was a Christian ± and 
he replied ± ªnot yet.º 
 
The most important vocation of all in life is the v ocation we received at 
Baptism ± the vocation to be disciples of Jesus.  O ur life as baptized 
people should be different ± to believe with unders tanding and to follow 
Christ out of personal conviction.   
 
Christianity is about how to live, not just about w hat to believe.  There 
should be no distinction between religious activity  and the acts of 
every day ± each and everything we do should be sac red ± should be 
filled with God's spirit.  Faith has to be translat ed into action.  Catherine 
Doherty wrote, ªDon't bother proclaiming that you b elieve unless you 
act accordingly.º 
 
As Christians, we have a very positive role to play  in the world.  We 
have something to offer, something the world desper ately needs, even 
though it may not always welcome it.  So we must li fe with a certain 
boldness and courage ± the boldness and courage of Jesus Christ.
