When the Wine Runs Out  
 

What happened at Cana happens sooner or later in ev ery marriage ± the 
wine runs out.  What do we mean by this? 
     The typical marriage starts off with a feast o f joy and enthusiasm.  
The couple is surrounded by friends and well-wisher s who shower 
them with gifts.  Full of hopes and dreams, they se t off on their 
honeymoon.  The wine is flowing freely. 
     They come back from the honeymoon and the real  business begins 
± setting up a home and learning to live with one a nother.  At first they 
find great joy in each other's company.  They are c onvinced that their 
love was preordained in heaven and meant to last fo r eternity.  The 
wine is still flowing. 
     But when human beings are very close to one an other problems 
inevitably occur.  Tensions arise.  They discover t hat they did not marry 
an angel after all, but a human being wounded by si n and selfishness.  
They are surprised at the poverty they discover in one another.  The 
honeymoon is over.  The wine has run out.  All that  is left is the `water' 
of their own meager resources. 
     Much the same thing happens in careers, profes sions, and even in 
vocations such as the priesthood and religious life .  The wine runs out 
there too.  The first joy, enthusiasm and idealism ebb. 
     Now that the first wine has run out, what are they to do?  Some are 
tempted to run out with the wine: `There's nothing in it for me any 
longer.º  While this attitude sounds reasonable, it  implies a terrible 
selfishness.  For such people marriage is only a pa ssing alliance of tow 
selfish human beings.   
 
     But what can a couple do?  They must acknowled ge that the first 
wine has run out.  For the moment they will have to  make do with water.  
But let them not panic or despair when it happens.  They must hold on.  
They must resist the temptation to abandon the rela tionship and lose 
themselves in a career or a hectic social life.  Wh at they have to do is 
work on their relationship through which they can g row as human 
beings and discover the real meaning of love.  The crisis can become 
an opportunity 
 
     And here is the surprising thing: it is necess ary that the first wine 
should run out.  Otherwise the new wine can't come in.  First love, 
however romantically beautiful it is, cannot last.  It is bound to wear 
out.  But this is not a bad thing.  In fact, it has  to wear out if a new and 
deeper love is to be born.  The new love consists i n putting the other 
person before oneself.  One has to forget oneself a nd find joy in loving 
rather than in being loved, in giving rather than i n receiving. 
 
     Love is a difficult adventure.  To enter marri age is to enter a school 
of love, a school in which all are slow learners.  Thisis why we need the 
presence of Christ. 
 
       The new wine is meant not just for married c ouples but for 
everyone.  The new wine cannot be put into old wine skins.  This means 
we have to change.  Christ has to touch our hearts and help us to love 
unselfishly.  For those who seek his help, the mira cle of Cana still 
happens ± the water of selfishness is changed into the wine of true 
love.  And wonderful as the old wise was, the new w ine is still better.
