DID YOU KNOW!!! 
 

Most Catholics abstain from eating meat on Fridays 
during Lent  
 
For more than 30 million U.S. adults meat will not be on the 
menu this Lent. Six in ten adult Catholics say they abstain 
from meat on Lenten Fridays according to a survey 
conducted by the Center for Applied Research in the 
Apostolate (CARA) at Georgetown University.  
The CARA survey also found that slightly less than half of 
adult Catholics (45 percent) typically receive ashes at Ash 
Wednesday services.  
A similar proportion say they try to do something positive (as 
opposed to giving something up) during Lent. 
Slightly less than four-tenths say they give up something for 
Lent.

Do you abstain from meat on Fridays during Lent? 60%  
 
Do you typically receive ashes at Ash Wednesday services? 
45%  
 
Besides giving something up, do you do anything positive, 
like giving additional money to the needy or trying to be a 
better person, during Lent?

Besides meat on Fridays, do you give up or abstain from 
anything else during Lent?
