A couple weeks ago in this column I asked you to consider how 
you determine and protect what is most important to you.  As a 
parish we discerned that reaching out to young people and more 
actively inviting them into participation in the life of the church 
was important to us.

Also of note is that few parishioners are also working to establish a 
Boy Scout program in Cheverly.  Because there are many children 
who are not served by these programs and because we do not 
actively connect with young people after eighth grade, the parish 
established a goal to rectify the current situation. 
One way to show how important young people are is to invite them 
into service ministries.  Here at Saint Ambrose we actively 
encourage teenagers to become readers, Eucharistic ministers and 
ushers at Mass.  Not only does it give them an opportunity to serve 
the parish but it is a public witness to the importance of young 
people in our church.  Again, this is not a sufficient response to the 
needs of young people so the Parish Pastoral Council (PPC) has 
established a subcommittee to consider other ways to draw young 
people more closely to their faith.   
This PPC committee on youth needs a couple members from 
outside the PPC to help generate creative ideas.  Are you someone 
that can help?
