Have you suffered a broken bone in your hip or 

spine? Do you feel as if you are getting shorter? 

If you answer “yes” to either of these questions, 

you may want to consider being screened for 

the risk of osteoporosis. We are pleased to offer 

a Life Line Screening preventive health event 

that can be used to detect just such a risk. Life 

Line Screening uses a quantitative ultrasound 

bone densitometer, using the heel as a measure-

ment site, to assess one’s risk of osteoporosis. 

This screening compares your bone density to 

that of the average 20-year-old adult female, 

according to World Health Organization guide-

lines. The osteoporosis screening is not only for 

women. Of the 10 million Americans who have 

been diagnosed with osteoporosis, 2 million are 

men. The screening will take place on Wednes-

day, June 16, 2010 at Pax Christi Catholic 

Church. Register for the Stroke, Vascular Dis-

ease and Heart Rhythm Package for $149. All 

four ultrasound screenings take 60-90 minutes 

to complete. Your Health is in Your Hands, so 

call 1-888-653-6441 to pre-register.

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Since October, 2009, 1418 parishioners have actively engaged in growing in their understanding of the Nicene 

Creed, our core statement of beliefs as Catholic Christians.  We’ve met for six sessions in this series, with eight 

gatherings for each of the six sessions. We have grown in our knowledge and understanding of what we pro-

fess. 

• We have reflected on how we image God, and how we continue to come to know our Trinitarian God, in 

what it means to be the Body of Christ, as Church, moving toward living as a Body of Christ which is one, 

holy, catholic and apostolic. 

• We have explored what it means for us that God became human in the person of Jesus. We delved deeper 

into ways his passion, death and resurrection unfolded meaning in our own daily lives. 

• We have spent time with the Holy Spirit breaking open the connection between Scripture stories and im-

ages of the Spirit, and our own experiences of the gifts and fruits of the Spirit came to know, primarily 

through reflecting on our past experiences and naming the Spirit’s presence in them. 

 

We have grown as a faith community. 

Parishioners have shared meals together, served each other at table, prepared meals together and cleaned to-

gether. 

Adults, teens and children have met new people and developed new friendships through activities, praying to-

gether and sharing their own faith stories. 

 

Many have experienced again and again, and some for the first time, putting their faith into action through par-

ish communal outreach. 

 

Young and young-at-heart have come to Sunday celebrations of Eucharist having prepared well to celebrate an-

other story of God among God’s people, ready to see God’s presence in their own lived experience.  Many have 

experienced once again or for the first time our incredible celebration of the Triduum – making present again Je-

sus’ Last Supper, Passion and Death and Resurrection. 

 

Statistics are always interesting and can be used in many different ways. Karen Hodel has completed input on at-

tendance for the first five of the six sessions of Generations of Faith this series. 

592 participants attended 83% of classes of which 230 had perfect attendance. 

 

Among those attending one or two sessions, this includes parents who alternate attending GOF with their children. 

It also includes new parishioners who have registered for GOF in February or March. 

 

A rousting 74% of our parishioners participating in Generations of Faith have attended all or 4 of the 5 sessions 

offered thus far this series!  This surpasses percentages of attendance in the previous Religious Education program 

for children! 

 

Karen also has been keeping track of participants who switch from the day they are registered to another day, due 

to schedule conflicts in their household. 

506 participants have taken advantage of the ability to switch days for attending Generations of Faith! 
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This is our topic for the coming series of Generations of Faith.  There are many ways of describing Sacraments.  

The Catechism of the Catholic Church says that, “The sacraments are efficacious signs of grace, instituted by 

Church and entrusted to the Church, by which divine life is dispensed to us. The visible rites by which the sac-

raments are celebrated signify and make present the graces proper to each sacrament. They bear fruit in those 

who receive them with the required dispositions.”  #1131 

Sacraments are described as ritual (using a set form of words, gestures and objects) celebrations of faith which 

call to mind beliefs and intensify values held by those who participate. 

Sacraments reveal mysteries which are experienced & dimly understood, but not fully comprehended. 

Sacraments are doors to the sacred unlocked with the key of faith. 

Sacraments are celebrations of our faith life; not transition rituals, but intensification 

rituals. 

 

We will meet for seven sessions throughout the year, focusing on the Sacraments of Initiation, the Sacraments 

of Healing and the Sacraments of Service.  As in the past, each session will be offered eight different days and 

times to better meet the scheduling needs of our parishioners.  

 

Our series begins in September.  If you have not experienced Generations of Faith, now would be a great time 

to learn more about it and to register!
