Ministry Mission: Qur intention is that this is a prayer-
ful and spiritual ministry which will bring
hope, comfort and solace to a needy recipient
as an extension of the care, concern and com-
passion of our Pax Christi community. Shawls
will be prayerfully knitted or crocheted and blessed with
the hope that the recipient will receive spiritual, physical
and emotional comfort as if the prayers were the embrac-
ing arms of God.

The first meeting of the ministry was held on January 22,
2009 and since that time over 50 parishioners have been
making shawls and over 250 have been given to people in
need. The response to the ministry has touched the mem-
bership deeply. Notes, letters and personal visits by the
friends and families of the recipients has been a grace to
each of us. The community response to our request for
yarn is greatly appreciated and to date all shawls have been
made with donated yarn. A group of knitters and cro-
cheters meet each Tuesday from 1 to 3PM in our Great Hall
and we invite anyone interested to attend as their schedule
permits. Patterns are shared, teaching and help with knit-
ting and crocheting happens, yarn and patterns are avail-
able and the opportunity to see the shawls created in prayer
and friendship is a gift. We ask you to remember in your
prayers the recipients of the shawls. Requests for a shawl
should be made through our Parish Office or Marge Nestel.

“American churches are experiencing a power
shortage. People aren’t harnessing the power of
their innate gifts,” declare the authors of Living
Your Strengths. Seven years ago the Gallup or-
ganization published the first edition of Living
Your Strengths, introducing the strengths philoso-
phy to faith communities. The response has been
so positive that in 2008 they published a second
Living Your Strengths, Catholic Edition.
Inspired by a profound belief that each of us is
uniquely created by God and endowed with tal-
ents and gifts particular to each of us, the
resources of Living Your Strengths
* Leads you to identify and affirm your talents
* Helps you discover how they are operating in

your life right now
* Gives you confidence to find ways to use your

talents for personal growth and service in your

family, our parish and your work in the world.
Last spring our Pax Christi staff and interested
parishioners participated in the Living Your
Strengths process at St. Michael’s in Aurora.
Each found it insightful, personally enriching and
helpful in guiding the work they do alone and to-
gether. They were so positive about their experi-
ences that they urged us to bring Living Your
Strengths to the whole Pax Christi community.
In August, three of our parishioners completed
training for certification as Living Your Strengths
coaches: Rachel Daugherty, Chad Collins and
Noreen Welte (our new Coordinator of Stewards).
They are in the process of designing a six-week
Strengths JOURNEY to introduce the philosophy,
process and potential of this resource to anyone
interested. The cost of the JOURNEY is $25, the
cost of the Living Your Strengths book. Books
can be purchased at our parish office. Ask for
Noreen.

It will be
held in the lower level of our Christi Center beginning on Saturday morning at
8:00AM and ending at approximately 4:00PM on Sunday. Meals and sleeping ar-
rangements will be provided. All you need to bring is a pillow, sleeping bag, or
blanket. Dress is casual. Be comfortable.
