FOR ADULTS – Building on our FAITH! 
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 

January 17 th 2010 
Isaiah 62: 1-5   

 Psalm 96:1-3, 7-10 
1 Corinthians 12:4-11  

 John 2:1-12 
 
Last week and the week before, the imagery was royal and 
filial – Jesus is the newborn king for the Jews who makes 
us co-heirs of Israel’s promise, beloved children of God. 
Last week in the Liturgy we went to a Baptism. This week 
we’re at a wedding. 
 
Today’s first reading in the prophecy of Isaiah; we hear that 
God’s relationship to us is like groom to bride. God’s love 
for us is so intense, God’s delight in us is so complete, that 
the only metaphor the prophet can find is that of a newly 
married couple. Who would dare speak of the relationship 
between God and humanity this way? Well, God would. 
 
From the second reading, Paul tells the Corinthians that the 
Spirit is manifest in many ways. “To each individual the 
manifestation of the Spirit is given for some benefit.” These 
manifestations include wisdom, knowledge, faith, healing, 
and other mighty deeds. In our parish they surface at wor-
ship, education, service, and even social activities that build 
the community. 
 
Today’s Gospel from John, Jesus performs His first public 
“sign” at a wedding feast. Throughout the Bible, marriage is 
the symbol of the covenant relationship God desires with 
His chosen people. He is the Groom, humanity His beloved 
and sought-after bride. 
 
Jesus is the divine Bridegroom (see John 3:29), calling us 
to His royal wedding feast (see Matthew 22:1-14). By His 
New Covenant, He will become “one flesh” with all human-
ity in the Church (see Ephesians 5:21-33). By our Baptism, 
each of us has been betrothed to Christ as a bride to a Hus-
band (see 2 Corinthians 11:2). 
 
Reflection for us: Today kicks off the Capital Campaign for 
Our Lady of Peace and St. Mary’s. As you discern what you 
can give, meditate on your relationship with God. Remem-
ber, we are the Church and the Church is his beloved bride. 
From today’s second reading we are also asked to reflect 
on the Spiritual gifts we have been given. Are we thankful 
and do we share these gifts with our community?
