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FOR ADULTS - Building on our FAITH!
Forth Sunday in Ordinary Time
January 31st 2010
Jeremiah 1:4-5; 17-19 Psalm 71:1-6, 15-17

1 Corinthians 12:31-13:13 Luke 4:21-30
Today’s first reading from Jeremiah makes us all think how important and
loved we are to God. “Before | formed you in the womb | knew you.” God’s
words to Jeremiah ring deep within our souls. Think about this: God knew
you before you were born. God had you in mind before you were con-
ceived. God designed gifts for you from the very beginning. God had a
plan.
Today’s second reading stays in Paul’s Letter to the Corinthians. It follows
up after last week’s reading on the gifts of the Holy Spirit. This week he
says “But | shall show you a still more excellent way” (12:31). He then
proceeds to tell us about LOVE! He was writing about the early Christian
community in Corinth, the equivalent of a parish today. The members had
many gifts. They were not using them well. They were divided in their senti-
ments. They said they believed in Jesus, but they were not acting the way
he taught. Jesus wanted everyone to love God and to love their neighbor.
That was not happening in Corinth.
Today’'s Gospel from Luke, Jesus recalls the mission of Elijah and Elisha to
explain his own. These prophets lived during dark times, when God looked
unfavorably upon the northern kingdom of Israel and sent blessings to the
Gentiles instead. Jesus declares that the “acceptable year of the
Lord” (4:19) will likewise be a time of blessing, even outside of Israel. This
collided with Jewish perspectives that anticipated only punishment for Gen-
tile nations.
Reflection for us: Chapter 13 from 1 Corinthians is probably the most popu-
lar reading in the Bible on LOVE! He makes it very clear that none of the
other spiritual gifts are efficacious without LOVE and finally asserts love’s
superiority even over the other “theological virtues (13). Read this chapter
several times by yourself. Then share with spouse, parents, children or a
friend. Can you understand the importance and power that LOVE has on
your spiritual gifts? Ask yourself what you are doing with your spiritual gifts.
Is LOVE the foundation for sharing your spiritual gifts?

It was so warm that the windows had to be left open. People gathered
outside to eavesdrop on the gathering inside. It was Thomas Jefferson read-
ing aloud the final draft of “The Declaration of Independence”. Many of the
men inside the Hall had a better speaking voice than Jefferson who pre-
ferred to write his thoughts. But the very words were so powerful that all
who heard broke into loud cheers. The people had spoken with the strong
words of truth in the first and greatest document the new nation was ever to
produce. The echoes of the Christian message reverberated throughout
Independence Hall and throughout our newborn nation.

The men inside eagerly lined up to sign the bottom of the parchment. It
would mean certain loss of all their property and most probably life itself if
the attempt to gain their independence failed.

And the document told us exactly why they were risking everything.
The most amazing and wonderful thing was that it said what our Gospel and
Tradition of the Catholic Church said throughout all the centuries. We were
created equal by our Creator with certain rights only God could give and
kings and other humans or governments could not take away. They were
unalienable. These God given rights were first of all the Right to Life a gift
from God and our parents. Then the right to Liberty , to exercise our free
will, freedom to know God, freedom to love God and freedom to serve God
in this world and be happy with Him in the next..

And finally the Right to pursue happiness in this world as individuals
using our God given common sense, and our God given gifts of Faith, of
Hope and of Love to form a more perfect union with those seeking to imitate
Christ.

All Christians, all those who would govern us, all who would call them-
selves Americans should regularly revisit the wonderful words of our forefa-
thers Adams, Franklin, and especially Thomas Jefferson. This was our first
and most powerful and most important declaration of who we were as a
people. This was a single page that protects us from thousands of pages of
evil intentions and bad laws. Our moral standard as a nation.

“We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that

they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that
among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness”.
