Ten Things That Promote Vocations

For all Catholics:

Pray for an increase in vocations to the priesthood and consecratetkbfes says in Matthew 9:38 "to beg the master of the
harvest to send laborers into the vineyard." If we want more prietesssand brothers, we all need to ask.

Teach young people how to pray. Pope Benedict XVI said that unless Wweteaouth how to pray, they will never hear
God calling them into a deeper relationship with Him and into the disciplettie Church.

Invite active young adults and teens to consider a vocation to the poigsthoonsecrated life. A simple, sincere comment
should not be underestimated. An easy way to do this can be remembered éigdmidCNU. "John, | see in you (ICNU)
the qualities that would make a good priest, and | want to encourage you toqurai.alt is a non-invasive way to en-
courage openness to a religious vocation.

Make it attractive. Show the priesthood for what it truly is - atodble a spiritual father to the whole family of faith. Simi-
larly, the consecrated life for a young woman is a call to be united ta @haisiniqgue way, and to be a spiritual mother to
those she encounters in her life and service. The challenge &is@nal religious is to be joyful models of their vocations.

Preach it, brother! Vocations must be talked about regularly if atleoczulture" is to take root in parishes and homes.
This means, first and foremost, the people need to hear about vocatiangiests through homilies, prayers of the faithful,
and discussions in the classroom. Vocations kept out of sight are out of mind.

For those considering a vocation:

Practice the faith. We all need to be reminded that the whole point ¥esiis to grow in a deep, intimate and loving rela-
tionship with God. This is the first step for any young person desiringcterdi any call in life.

Enter into the Silence. Silence is key to sanity and wholeness. We cameaty the voice of God if we are quiet. Take out
the ear buds of your iPhone, iPod, and iTunes and listen to God, the great | AM. Youegspeafd try to spend 15 min-
utes of quiet prayer each day - this is where you can begin to retezvelicection in your lives.

Be a good disciple. Some bishops say, "We do not have a vocation crisis;engediagipleship crisis.” Young people can
become true followers of Jesus Christ by serving those around thestisd®yering your call to discipleship, you also dis-
cover your particular call within the Church. Ask God. Ask God what He wany®tir life and know He only wants what
is good for you. If, in fact, you are called to the priesthood or consecratdatiwifit be the path to great joy and content-
ment.
