Lenten Obligations
During Lent, the Church encourages Catholics to observe, at a minimum, two forms of sacrifice:

Fasting is now confined to Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Fasting is obligatory for all who have completed their 18th
year and have not yet reached their 60th year. It is defined as one meal a day and two smaller meals which would not ex-
ceed the main meal in quantity. Foregoing any food between meals is also part of the fast.

Abstinence requires Catholics 14 and older to abstain from eating meat on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays during
Lent. Meat includes both mammals and fowl, such as chicken.

In order to stay spiritually healthy, we need some good habits of virtuous living. Such habits are facilitated by the traditional penances
suggested every Lent, namely prayer, fasting, almsgiving and works of charity.” - Archbishop John Vlazny, Diocese of Portland

It seems hard to believe, but the smell of Christmas is just fading around the corner and here comes Ash
Wednesday and Lent bearing down on us! How the time flies and the seasons change. I think the tendency we
most give in to is to focus on a penance or two, some favorite thing we choose to give up and have the idea, “Okay,
I just have to get through this till Easter!” Some falter along the way while others persevere in their Lenten reso-
lutions until the end.

Might I suggest a mindset, or heartset, that just might make this Lenten season more fruitful for us? It is
a very basic principle. We cannot be made perfect or be purified once and for all. It is an ongoing, daily and nec-
essary thing. Our bodies purify themselves on a daily basis and no one complains. In fact, we’d be very worried if
this didn’t happen. We must take care of our bodies daily. It is the same with the mind and the soul. In order to
get a degree, it takes years of hard work and study.

We cannot become saints overnight, and this is a common mistake of many in the spiritual life. After two
weeks, when we discover that we are not saints yet, or don’t like the toil and struggle, we give up the whole thing.
Human life, both in its spiritual and physical aspects, is built on routine, repetition and regularity. We wash eve-
ry day for health and sanitation. We have to eat and rest every day. Do we not then have to pray every day, prac-
tice virtue every day and work on ourselves every day? Of course we do, and not just during Lent. May the Lord
Jesus Christ, whose grace strengthens in tribulation, bring us to perfection in eternity. Have a blessed Lent!
