
A NOTE FROM FR. SCOTT . . . 

 

 Happy New Year!—in the secular calendar 

sense; we began the New Year liturgically some 

five weeks ago on the First Sunday of Advent. 

 With this new calendar year comes a new 

bulletin.  The pastors met some time ago and 

agreed that one bulletin for the three Elmira 

parishes could be beneficial to all.   

 It will no doubt take some getting used to 

(although it will probably be easier than getting 

used to the new Roman Missal); few of us readily 

embrace change because change means we have 

to adjust and when we have to adjust we have to 

move out of our comfort zone.  We begin our 

aversion to change at the moment of birth, when 

we have to leave the comfort of the womb where 

all our needs are met, and move into a new 

environment in which we are helpless and have to 

figure out how to get these big people around us 

to meet our needs.  We discover crying is the best 

method.  Eventually crying is replaced by pouting 

or whining or being angry or being sad when we 

have to deal with unwanted change.  (And most 

change is unwanted.) 

 However, change is not a bad thing; it may 

not be pleasant but it’s not bad.  Facing change 

reminds us that comfort is not the goal of life.  No, 

the goal of life is to grow in our relationship with 

God; to, like John the Baptist, point the way to 

Jesus; to become more Christ-like ourselves by 

becoming less selfish and more selfless.  We may 

never reach the ideal, but we are called to keep 

trying. 

 The one bulletin also reminds us of the 

importance of working together.  Growing up in 

Elmira, I can remember 9 different Catholic 

parishes, each separate and distinct.  There was 

great pride in each parish community, but almost 

too much pride.  There wasn’t a lot of working 

together, other than the priests helping each other 

with 40 hours devotion.  We were quite separate, 
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each pastor leading their own little kingdom.  

There were a lot more Catholics in those days and 

more people went to church.  Nowadays, 

demographics are different and resources have 

diminished; it behooves us to become more united 

and work together.  The world may not work that 

way very well (just look at our political party 

system) but we can because we have one center: 

Jesus the Christ—and one goal: eternal life. 

 Welcome to 2012.  What it will bring is 

unknown, of course, but what we do know is God 

will guide us if we give God the chance.
