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FROM THE PASTOR               22 January 2012 

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal 

(GIRM), no. 373, designates January 22 as a particular 

day of prayer and penance for abortion, called the "Day 

of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children."  

On the First Sunday of Advent in 2011, the Roman Mis-

sal, Third Edition was implemented.  In preparation, the 

Vatican Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disci-

pline of the Sacraments confirmed the Mass for Giving 

Thanks to God for the Gift of Human Life. This Mass 

may be used on occasions to celebrate the dignity of hu-

man life.  GIRM no. 373 has been altered to allow this 

Mass to also be said on January 22 (or January 23, when 

January 22 falls on a Sunday).  

“In all the Dioceses of the United States of 

America, January 22 (or January 23, when January 22 

falls on a Sunday) shall be observed as a particular day of 

prayer for the full restoration of the legal guarantee of the 

right to life and of penance for violations to the dignity of 

the human person committed through acts of abortion. 

The liturgical celebrations for this day may be the Mass 

For Giving Thanks to God for the Gift of Human Life (no. 

48/1 of the Masses and Prayers for Various Needs and 

Occasions), celebrated with white vestments, or the Mass 

for the Preservation of Peace and Justice (no. 30 of the 

Masses and Prayers for Various Needs and Occasions), 

celebrated with violet vestments.” 

In keeping with these recent norms, St. Mary’s 

will celebrate the Mass for Giving thanks to God for the 

Gift of Human Life on Monday at 12:05 pm as part of the 

day of prayer for the full restoration of the legal guaran-

tee of the right to life and of penance for violations to the 

dignity of the human person committed through acts of 

abortion.  This Mass will coincide with the March for 

Life taking place in Washington, D.D.  Attending this 

Mass will be students from Tyburn Academy, some of 

whom will be participating in the March for Life in 

Washington.

Q: January 25 

is the feast of the 

Conversion of St. 

Paul and the end of 

the Week of Prayer 

for Christian Unity. 

What does one have 

to do with the 

other? 

 

A: The Week of Prayer for 

Christian Unity consists of eight days 

beginning January 18, at that time 

the feast of the Chair of Peter, and 

ending on January 25, the feast of the 

Conversion of St. Paul. The 

Franciscan Friars of the Atonement, 

founded in the early twentieth 

century in Graymoor, NY, sought to 

promote unity among Anglicans and 

Roman Catholics. Paul James 

Wattson, a former Episcopalian 

priest, founded the community, 

which was formally accepted into the 

Catholic communion.  

 The idea for Christian unity 

soon began to catch on, and by the 

1930s, more and more Christians 

welcomed such a focus. Suggestions 

for prayer and education are 

distributed each year, emphasizing a 

jointly chosen theme. The 1964 

Vatican II document on ecumenism, 

Unitatis Redintegratio, gave a great 

boost to the octave, so that today 

many Christians worldwide promote 

and participate in the octave time of 

prayer. 

 The emphasis on both Peter 

and Paul aptly fits into the rationale 

of the octave. Peter is seen as the 

source of unity within the Christian 

tradition. Paul is highlighted due to 

his vision of bringing all to Christ. 

The Week of Prayer for Christian 

Unity is an ideal opportunity to pray 

f o r  a n d  p r o m o t e  r e s p e c t , 

understanding, and, hopefully, 

eventual unity among Christians.
