Cell Phones for Soldiers 

The Men’s Club of Holy Spirit is 

spearheading an effort to “Help Our 

Troops Call Home” by collecting 

your old cell phones and other PDA’s 

and recycling them into pre-paid 

phone cards to help our military 

forces call home.  For each old cell 

phone turned in, a 60-minute pre-paid phone card is distributed 

to our fighting forces in all service branches:  Army, Navy, 

Marines and Air Force in active duty, reserve and National 

Guard status.  Our goal is to collect 600 phones, that’s 36,000 

minutes or 1000 minutes for each year we’ve been a church 

community!  Here’s how you can help us reach our goal:
