As we approach the end of winter, let us think about the warmth of 

summer but do so with Jewish camping and Israel in mind. 

 

Rabbi Irvin M. Wise  
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Dear Friends: 

 In January of 1969, the first anniversary of  Martin Luther King’s birthday after his death, schools and 

businesses remained open, something which really got some of us in my Long Island suburban high school 

upset.  But those were politically active days, and nearly half of us spontaneously got up, walked out, and 

marched together nearly three miles into the middle of our small town.  We sang “We shall overcome” and we 

blocked out the threats from the school administration that we would all be suspended.  What, suspend half a 

school for doing what was right? 

 Today, schools and businesses are closed, making it easy to celebrate the life of Dr. Martin Luther King in a 

significant way.  I’m late getting this letter in to Kathy Haas, because I purposely wanted to wait until after the MLK  

commemoration at Fountain Square, and the march to Music Hall.  I need to tell you how proud I am of our congregation.   To 

be honest, you don’t see too many people at this event anymore.  But, Adath Israel was strongly and proudly represented.  

Lots of our teens, lots of our grown ups,  lots of our congregational leaders.  We understand what this day is about, and that 

in fact, eventually, we will overcome. 

 I just also needed to give you a heads up about some changes coming to our board structure that need 

congregational approval.  Our governance structure includes both a constitution, and by-laws.  By-laws changes can be 

adopted by our board, but changes to the constitution need to be approved by our congregational body as whole.  The 

governance committee, under the leadership of Barry Morris, has spent the past year updating the constitution to reflect 2012 

needs.  Some of the changes are administrative, for example, deleting the cemetery committee and updating the definition of 

a member.  Others, are considered more substantive.  

 In order to more efficiently and effectively do our work and be more deliberate about leadership succession planning  

we are recommending reducing the size of the board over a three year period.  This is reflective of “best practices” in the not 

for profit world, inclusive of synagogues.  Rather than limiting congregant involvement, this will actually result in increased 

involvement, as the work of committees, populated by non board members, becomes even more important.    

 We are hoping to schedule the congregational vote shortly.  Once the logistics are confirmed, we will be sure to give 

you plenty of notice.  Meanwhile,  feel free to call me (309 5117) or e mail pnpensak@gmail.com to discuss further.  

 As always, I urge you to check out all the activities going on at the shul.  And as always, I thank you for your 

continued commitment and support of our congregation.  And-I do want to remind you once again to mark your calendars for 

Rabbi and Kathy’s 20

th

 Anniversary Celebration weekend-culminating in dinner on June 3.  Lots more information to come.
