The Word of God speaks to us 
today  as much as it ever has. God continues to bless 
us abundantly and offers us freedom to live in God!s 
Kingdom.

We 
may not be able to change the world ourselves, but 
often there are  ways we can contribute to its 
improvement.  Jesus challenges us to open our eyes.
