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A Message  from the Pastor   

     As you most likely have heard by now, Bishop 
Kmiec appointed me  Pastor of Blessed Mary 
Angela parish in Dunkirk, effective February 15, 
2010.  It!s a relatively new parish established after St. 
Hyacinth and St. Hedwig parishes merged into one 
two years ago as a result of the Journey of Faith and 
Grace process.   The appointment was as much of a 
surprise to me as I am sure it was to all at MPB, but I 
do believe the Bishop saw the urgent need for me to 
go there.   
 

     As I say good-bye to all of you at MPB, the parish 
enters into a transition period.  I have been in contact 
with heads of parish organizations and ministries, 
trying to reschedule some events and delegate some 
of my responsibilities to others.

Living in Faith Together 
     Have you ever wondered if God has been calling 
you? Perhaps not in so dramatic a way as we hear in 
the readings today, but in a special way known only to 
you. You have responded to grace; you are here 
today. 

     Think of what it has taken you to get here. In addition to 
going out into the cold and  driving through poor weather 
conditions, some of us may have hustled our families to be 
ready on time, didn•t have time to finish that cup of coffee, 
couldn•t relax with the morning newspaper, or check our 
email.   

     Imagine, like Isaiah, having a vision of the Lord on 
the way to Mass. What would that do to your evening 
or morning? In the presence of the Holy, the Supreme 
Otherness of God, we would probably fall down 
speechless in wonder and awe and in the awareness 
that we are not worthy. Yet, touched by the cleansing 
and strengthening grace of God, Isaiah was brave 
enough to respond to God$s call, and we can, too. 

     We remember that Paul was once a persecutor of 
Christians. Through an encounter with the risen Jesus, Paul 
was changed forever and able to respond to God•s call to 
spread the good news. Likewise, Peter heard and saw Jesus, 
and recognized the presence of God. He responded in 
dedicating his life to the gospel, even though he was far from 
perfect. 

     God created us; God knows who we are and 
where we can best serve Him and others. After all, 
spreading the gospel is better done through actions 
than words. How can we make God$s Word a priority 
in shaping what we do and how we live, right here and 
now? Listen carefully to that voice inside calling you to 
step out in faith, to do the right thing despite your 
fears or doubts, to trust that God really does "hold you 
in the palm of His hand# when you respond to God$s 
invitation to follow. You may not be called, like Isaiah 
or Paul or Peter, to be a prophet to the world, but God 
is calling you to live as a disciple in your own family, 
workplace, school and community. Are you listening?
