Greetings!

One of the greatest things we can learn from our patron, Saint Sebastian, is his fearless sharing of his
faith. Many people falsely believe that St. Sebastian was martyred by having arrows shot through his
body. This is not the case. Which makes him one of the very few (actually | cannot think of another)
martyred saints not pictured with the actual instrument of his death. Sebastian who was left for dead,
was found by Saint Irene, the widow of Saint Castulus, and nursed back to health.

Having his strength back he did not hesitate but marched back to confront Diocletian who, after he got
over his initial shock of thinking he was seeing a ghost, had Sebastian bludgeoned to death and his bod
thrown into the gutter. As hard as it is seeing his body riddled with arrows, this version would be an
even more gruesome picture!

When considering the sharing of one’s sharing the faith, | think many people have an adverse reaction.
It can feel like you are going out to convert Diocletian and possibly have your body shot through with
arrows or being beaten to death and thrown to the side of the road. Yet, still we desire that others have
the joy of the faith and it is part of our baptismal calling to share it. If we are convinced that the faith is
all that Jesus promises us it is, then we cannot help but share it. “How” is the big question.

Starting tonight (Sunday) Saint Vincent and Saint Sebastian parishes will be having a joint parish missic
here at our church, on how to share the faith. It can be a difficult and scary thing to share one’s faith but
can be made so much easier if one has some ideas on how to do it. The mission will run for three
nights, this Sunday, Monday, and Tuesday at 7PM here in the church.

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Social Justice Ministry . . . And Justice For All

Migration and our Catholic Response

As we observe Martin Luther King Day, let us consider the issue of Migration, and our response as Catholics.

Migration has been a consistent aspect of the human experience throughout history and continues to be a def
characteristic of the United States. Migration is closely linked to economic, social and political realities that infl
the decision, and often the necessity, for people to migrate. Currently close to 200 million people live outside t
country of birth worldwide. Although this number includes refugees, asylum seekers and others, economic mic
make up the largest proportion. These economic mignahtscould often be described as economically displaced
people—have few other options to remain in their country and meet the basic needs of their families.

The Catholic Church’s teaching on migration is based on a commitment to promote and defend human dignity
particular attention to the most vulnerable. The Church outlines a number of principles on migration that are
connected to poverty, including:

People have the right to find opportunities within their own homeland: they have the “right not to migrate.”
This principle emphasizes that all people have the right to find in their own countries the economic, political, al
social opportunities to live in dignity and not be compelled to migrate.

People have the right to migrate to support themselves and their families where conditions do not exist to
meet their basic needsOur current immigration system often separates families for years as migrants take gree
risks to find work and send resources to families left behind. Even when a family member is able to establish U
permanent residency and attempts to reunite with loved ones, visa delays often keep husbands and wives, pa
children apart for years. The number of unaccompanied minors attempting to migrate to the U.S. to reunite wit
family has risen in recent years. Minors are particularly vulnerable: there are increasing reports of children dis:
in transit and, in some cases, becoming victims of human trafficking.

Sovereign nations have the right to control their border§he Church does not promote an “open border”
immigration policy, but rather policies that ensure safe, legal, and orderly immigration and address the needs
migrant families and impacted communities.

The human dignity and human rights of all migrants should be respecte®egardless of their legal status,
migrants, like all persons, possess inherent human dignity and human rights that should be respected. Enforce
and border control practices should respect the human dignity of migrants.

What response is needed?
The Church works to reduce the need for people to migrate and protect those people who have little choice bt
so. The long-term goal is equitable development for all peoples, so that migration is a choice rather than a nec
Based on the experience of Catholic organizations in many countries, the flow of migrants will continue as long
social factors compel people to leave their homes in search of work or safety. We must both address the facto
create global poverty and marginalization and work for comprehensive migration reform.
Comprehensive migration reformncludes addressing the factors driving migration and reforming current U.S.
migration policy that is outdated and ill-equipped to serve the needs of both immigrants and the Weiion. The
Conference of Catholic Bishopsind Catholic organizations nationwide have formed the Catholic Campaign for
Comprehensive Migration Reform (www.justiceforimmigrants.org) that supports the following:

a path to citizenship for the 11-12 million undocumented people in the U.S.;

reform of our employment-based immigration system, so that migrant workers can enter the United States
work in a safe, regulated, and humane manner;

reform of the family-based immigration system, so that waiting times to reunite families are significantly rec

restoration of due process protections for immigrants; and

policies to address the root causes of migration, such as economic development in poor countries.

Help
them. Even though it was not time for him to perform miracles, Jesus
honored his Mother by changing the water into wine. When you obey
God by honoring your mother's wishes, you turn ordinary things, like
opening a door, emptying trash, or making the bed into a gift of love.
This love makes your mother and God smile.
