Purim Time Means Present Time

When we think of Purim, there are many
things that come to mind:  carnivals,
costumes, parades, Megillah readings,
graggers, hamantaschen, and parties.
Indeed, Purim is our holiday of sweetness

and joy.

In addition to all of this, the Book of Esther commands us to
commemorate Purim in other ways, too. Megillat Esther
prescribes “the sending of portions from one person to
another.”  Over time, this mitzvah has become one of the
most prominent features of our Purim celebration.  We call
this giving of gifts to friends, Mishloach Manot (the send ing
of portions).  These gifts that we give to our family and
friends on Purim often include candy, hamantaschen, and
other ready-to-eat foods.

According to Jewish law, each Jew must send two different
types of foods to one friend. (There is not one specific food
that one is commanded to give, but varieties of nuts, cakes,
wines, and other sweets are among the more popular choices
for Mishloach Manot today).  And although the sending of
Mishloach Manot is fulfilled by giving two types of food to
one friend, for some the custom has become a major gift-
giving event.  Some individuals prepare homemade food
baskets, or purchase store bought ones, and deliver them to
family and friends on Purim.

Regardless of how it is done, the giving of Mishloach Manot
is an integral part of our Purim experience.  There are several
ideas as to why we give Mishloach Manot on Purim.

The sending of Mishloach Manot connects us to the Purim
story, and reminds us that the future of a community can
depend on the presence or absence of a single gesture.  In
our Purim story, Mordechai’s refusal to bow down to
Haman creates significant trouble for the Jewish
community in Shushan.  However, when the King of
Shushan, Achashverosh, gestures to Esther to come into his
presence, this act of welcoming sets in motion the eventual
salvation of the entire Persian Jewish Community.
Therefore, when we make a sweet gesture ourselves by
giving Mishloach Manot, we actively participate in bringin g
goodness to the world.  There is a rabbinic teaching that we
should not only give Mishloach Manot to family and friend s,
but we should also send Mishloach Manot to someone who
is new in our community, to those who are less fortunate

and to individuals whose feelings would be uplifted by
knowing that someone cares.

A different idea as to why we are commanded to send
Mishloach Manot is to counteract the accusations of
Haman.  Haman accused the Jews of being a scattered, and
divided people. Therefore, when we send Mishloach Manot
we demonstrate that we are not divided, but rather we are
united as one people.  When we send Mishloach Manot we
bring the gifts of peace and harmony to an all too often
scattered and divided Jewish community.  When we send
Mishloach Manot we help to create feelings of closeness and
friendship.

As we celebrate Purim, let’s get dressed up in costume and
let’s come to Bet Shira to hear the Megillah reading.  Let’s
attend our annual Purim Carnival and let’s eat our favorite
flavored hamantaschen.  And this year, let’s continue to
build our Kehillah Kedoshah, our holy community, by givi ng
Mishloach Manot to each other.  May our giving be filled
with joy and with love.

Finally, the rabbis taught that when the month of Adar
comes in, joy increases.  So in that spirit, I would like to
share with you, Kenneth Goldrich’s “Top Ten Reasons For
Celebrating Purim.”  Enjoy!

Top Ten Reasons For Celebrating Purim

10. Making Noise in shul is a Mitzvah!!!
