Sharon is the Public Policy Coordinator of Catholic Charities and 
(since 2005) the Chair of the Diocesan Care for Creation Committee. 
Sr. Sharon’s own prayer life has been deeply influenced by St. 
Francis and her time in nature as well as by her certification at the 
Genesis Farm, an Earth Literacy Center in New Jersey.  Sr. Sharon 
sees the holy and sacred in creation and rejoices in this great gift 
God has given us. Our call as Catholics is to be good stewards of 
this gift. A potluck supper will begin at 5:00 PM before the session 
begins.
