Baptism: The celebration of Baptism for infants usually takes
place onthe 1 stand 3 rd Sunday of each month except during
Lent, when we encourage Baptisms to be delayed until the
Easter Season. Baptisms outside of Mass occur immediately
following the 11:00 a.m. Mass. Baptisms may also take place
in keeping with the notion that the Baptism of a new member
of the Church is not a private affair but a celebration for the
entire community. In order for the parents to more fully
understand the ritual and their responsibility as Christian
mother and father, a preparation group gathers the last
Tuesday of each month. We recommend that parents attend
this session prior to their child’s birth. Please call the rectory
office for more information.

Marriage: While no “class” can adequately prepare a couple
for all the experiences of Christian Marriage, we strive to assist
the engaged couple in their journey towards the Sacrament
of Matrimony. Couples registered in the parish should contact
the Rectory Office at least 6 months in advance in order to
schedule an appointment with one of the Parish Priests or
Deacons. Non-registered candidates for marriage must have
a letter of permission from their current pastor. Couples must
appear together personally before a date may be set.
Couples who are living together as husband and wife prior to
receiving the Sacrament will need to meet Diocesan
requirements which the priest or deacon will be happy to
elaborate in the first interview. The engaged couple should
contact the parish office at least 6 months prior to the
proposed wedding date.

OUR CHURCH - Take A Stand

A remarkable place to stand is at the Lincoln
Memorial in Washington DC. As one gazes on the
iconic figure of President Lincoln, surrounded by his
words engraved in stone, the immensity of his
presidency and presence is astonishing.

As one turns from the statue 360 degrees you look upon
the vast Mall. A few steps down from the statue of the
president is another historic marker, this one much smaller,
beneath your feet. It is the spot where Rev. Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr. stood to give his famous “I Have A Dream”
speech. A chill of emotion at the enormity of that speech
goes through me as | have stood there several times,
thinking of what it must have meant for Dr. King to stand in
the “presence” of Mr. Lincoln and speak those words to so
many thousands of people on that day.

It was August 28, 1963:

When we let freedom ring, when we let it ring from every
village and every hamlet, from every state and every city, we
will be able to speed up that day when all of God's children,
black men and white men, Jews and Gentiles, Protestants
and Catholics, will be able to join hands and sing in the
words of the old Negro spiritual, "Free at last! free at
thank God Almighty, we are free at last!"

last!

Later that same day, President John F. Kennedy — who
would be assassinated three months later — met Dr. King
at the White House with the words “I have a dream!”

Later this week, about 200,000 people will take a stand in
Washington. We will gather at the ellipse, listen to
speeches, and walk up Constitution Avenue to the White
House. This stand will be taken for LIFE. For ten years
after Dr. King’s heroic oratory, in 1973, the Supreme Court
issued an opinion known as Roe v. Wade in which the right
to an abortion became the law of the land.

You will not see much about it — if anything — on the news
or in the papers. It is an annual march that is mostly ignored
by the popular media. If you do see anything about it, it will
most likely focus on a few protesters (I have never seen
more than a handful). But it represents an issue that will not
go away.

Please remember the marchers in your prayers as we
exercise the great Freedom of Speech which is guaranteed
as our constitutional right,
