Baptism: The celebration of Baptism for infants usually takes
place onthe 1 stand 3 rd Sunday of each month except during
Lent, when we encourage Baptisms to be delayed until the
Easter Season. Baptisms outside of Mass occur immediately
following the 11:00 a.m. Mass. Baptisms may also take place
in keeping with the notion that the Baptism of a new member
of the Church is not a private affair but a celebration for the
entire community. In order for the parents to more fully
understand the ritual and their responsibility as Christian
mother and father, a preparation group gathers the last
Tuesday of each month. We recommend that parents attend
this session prior to their child’s birth. Please call the rectory
office for more information.

Marriage: While no “class” can adequately prepare a couple
for all the experiences of Christian Marriage, we strive to assist
the engaged couple in their journey towards the Sacrament
of Matrimony. Couples registered in the parish should contact
the Rectory Office at least 6 months in advance in order to
schedule an appointment with one of the Parish Priests or
Deacons. Non-registered candidates for marriage must have
a letter of permission from their current pastor. Couples must
appear together personally before a date may be set.
Couples who are living together as husband and wife prior to
receiving the Sacrament will need to meet Diocesan
requirements which the priest or deacon will be happy to
elaborate in the first interview. The engaged couple should
contact the parish office at least 6 months prior to the
proposed wedding date.

OUR CHURCH - Are you Dying to be

Anointed? There are
still some residual effects of the belief that the Sacrament
of the Sick is the LAST RITES.

Before the renewal of Vatican Council Il, the Anointing of
the Sick was generally reserved for those who were on the
brink of death. Now, we have an expanded understanding
that the Anointing of the Sick includes many illnesses, not
just those that will possibly end in death.

I have been anointed 3 times, once for serious iliness, once
upon emergency hospital admission, and once prior to
surgery.

The Anointing of the Sick is a Sacrament of the Church by
which a priest imposes hands and anoints the sick person
with holy oil praying for healing. The healing may be
physical, spiritual or both.

Oil has always been seen as an ointment of protection and
healing (remember the story of the Good Samaritan, he
dressed the wounds of the beaten man with wine and

oil.) In ancient times, warriors would rub oil over
themselves in order to make themselves slippery to the
enemy. Spiritually we want to be “slippery to the Enemy.

A Mass of the Anointing of the Sick is generally

different from a “Healing Mass”. A Healing Mass may
or may not include anointing of the sick. It does include
special prayers for the sick and usually a prayer by
individual “ministers” with or without a priest leading the
individual prayers. Only a priest, however, may give

the Anointing of the Sick.

When we think about it, every Eucharist is a healing
celebration. In it we receive the Lord Jesus. We are
transformed by Him, and we let Him meet us in our
needs. In every Mass, we celebrate God's love for

us. With the priest we offer ourselves in sacrifice, giving
thanks to the Father, through Jesus, our great High Priest,
in the power of the Holy Spirit.

Who should/may be anointed?

1. The Sacrament of Anointing is appropriate for those
whose health is seriously impaired by sickness or advanced
age. This includes persons who are seriously ill whether at
home, in hospitals or in nursing homes, as well as children
who are old enough to experience benefit from the
Sacrament.

2. The nature of this sacrament demands the earliest
possible celebration at the beginning of a serious iliness or
in the face of serious surgery. To postpone anointing can
only convey the faulty impression that this is a sacrament
for the dying.

3. Although frequency of anointing is a matter of pastoral
judgment, a person may request the sacrament again if the
sickness recurs or if the condition becomes more serious.
4. Persons who are already dead are not to be anointed.
The Order of Christian Funerals has prayers for the dead
which are more appropriate.
