Francis created the 
first creche using real people, a real 
manger, a real ox and ass and real 
shepherds.

He wanted to do 
something that would help people remember the Christ 
Child and how He was born in Bethlehem. 
Francis wanted people to see and experience how He lay in 
a manger with an ox and an ass standing by-how He lay 
upon the hay where He had been placed. 
It was Christmas Eve in the year 1223. At the appointed 
time, Franciscan Brothers came to the new Bethlehem. 
Men, women, and children came from the area also came to 
celebrate. The torches they carried lit up the night as they 
approached the creche. Once again shepherds were walking 
in the night to come and adore Him. All were filled with 
joy over the mystery of the Incarnation. And a great 
tradition began. 
As you look upon you Nativity set, may you remember and 
celebrate again God•s love for His creation. To show His 
abundant love, mercy, and forgiveness, He became a person 
like us. That is what the creche symbolizes.

REFLECTION 
The Holy Family 
      Adolescents are often characterized in American 
culture as moody, rebellious, unresponsive to adults, 
secretive, addicted to text messaging, and generally 
disconnected from their families. The caricature carries 
over into films, televisions shows, and comic strips like 
"Zits." Television sitcoms often garner great laughs by 
pitting younger, wittier children against adolescents to the 
delight of onlooking parents. Such views only serve to 
separate the members of a family rather than unite them as 
one household. 
      While we may laugh at the humor, letting culture 
define family life is not the direction offered by Christian 
experience. For starters, Christians begin with baptism, 
recognizing that each member of the family shares in the 
gift of the Holy Spirit that dwells in our hearts. As the 
writer of the First Letter of John says, "We are God's 
children now." In the family, each member is a precious 
gift with talents given by God. 
      The adolescent Jesus slipped away from Mary and 
Joseph in Sunday's Gospel. (Has it ever happened to you 
where one of your older kids slipped away because they 
wanted to stay out a little longer?) In the end, his actions 
were seen as part of God's larger plan. It remains a delicate 
balance in helping children to discern their gifts as they 
grow older, while at the same time providing the discipline 
and structure that will protect and guide them. This feast 
that we celebrate today reminds us that the balance comes 
from seeing ourselves as a family with God in our midst. 
With that as the starting point, rather than the culture of the 
day, we can all learn how to be about our heavenly Father's 
business.

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Q. Q. Q. Q. On special feasts, our deacon dresses differently 

than usual. He wore a vestment similar to the priest.  
What is that called? 
 

A. A. A. A. The outer garment worn by a deacon is called a 

dalmatic. The dalmatic is a sign of service, recalling the 
garb of a servant. Often the dalmatic is similar in style and 
color to that of the priest's, called a chasuble. But the 
dalmatic is different in two ways. First, it is generally used 
for more solemn Masses and feasts and is not necessary for 
all Masses. Secondly, it has sleeves whereas the chasuble 
does not. Often it has two parallel stripes on either side. But 
most of the time, the deacon wears the stole across the 
chest for Mass, without using the dalmatic.   
Modern day liturgical vestments trace their histories back 
to ancient Rome and the fashions of the day. One 
interesting bit of trivia is that the dalmatic traces its roots 
back to Greece and the town of Dalmatia, the same place 
that bred Dalmatian dogs. Another interesting note is that at 
one time a priest wore a dalmatic as well as a tunic under 
the chasuble, reflecting all three of the orders he received: 
sub-diaconate, diaconate and priesthood. Bishops likewise 
wore a dalmatic for solemn Masses. Vestments indicated 
the rank or role of participants in a liturgy. The common 
vestment to all of us is the baptismal gown, recalled by the 
alb-the long white garment-a reminder of our new life in 
Christ, freed from sin.
