EPIPHANY AND OUR 
PATRON SAINT 

 
Elizabeth Ann Bayley Seton 

died 1821; raised Episcopalian; wife and mother of five 
children, foundress (1812) of the first congregation for 
women religious in USA, the Sisters of Charity, de-
voted primarily to the education of the poor and to 
teaching in parochial schools; first native-born citizen 
canonized (1975); feast day January 3.  
 
Four short lines that say so much. How have you been 
a blessing to the world by your faith in Christ? Who 
blessed you on your journey and helped you find your 
true path? Remembering our Patron Saint and cele-
brating the Feast of the Epiphany remind us to be a 
gift to the world and to offer blessings to others. 
 
Like the Three Magi, searching for the One Who Is to 
Come, they set forth the best they could in front of the 
Newborn King. They gave their most precious gifts and 
in doing so gave their hearts to the Lord to the point 
that they turned their lives in a different direction once 
they had adored and worshipped him. So too with our 
Patron Saint: her life turned in many directions, not 
unlike our own and ended up in a place she could not 
have imagined and a state of life she could not have 
envisioned. And yet she walked with God all the way. 
She suffered the joys and burdens of family, the long-
suffering death of a spouse in a foreign land and the 
surprise support of Catholic friends during this time 
even though she was a Protestant. Coming to know the 
Lord and the life he brings in the Eucharist, she con-
verted to Catholicism, lost her Protestant friends and 
having lost her money to the care of her spouse, she 
was led to teach by a Catholic Priest. And teach she 
did. And build she did. And believed she did. And pro-
claimed in her life her faith in God – she did very well! 
 
Our journey in life is to find our way to Christ and 
through Christ to find our way of life. More often than 

not, God offers us signs, dreams, visions, words and 
witnesses to guide us, even when we think they are 
chance encounters or strange dreams. But they end up 
taking root in our hearts and lives for His signs, 
dreams, visions, words and witnesses feed our hearts 
and touch our souls. They lovingly guide us slowly yet 
confidently into the people God has created us to be. No 
matter what circumstances touch our lives He guides 
us to the place where we can be a gift to the world and 
a blessing to others. We simply have to trust in good-
ness, live in the light of His love and try - no matter 
how difficult - try to be a gift to the world and a bless-
ing to others.  
 
The Wise Men found for the Newborn King after a long 
and difficult journey. Elizabeth Ann Bayley Seton 
found the Lord after suffering and strife. What about 
us? Finding our way to be a gift to the world and a 
blessing to each other takes faith. All who search for 
the Lord, in every age and generation have faith. It is 
faith that guided them and faith that led them down a 
new path. It was through faith that they lived and by 
faith that they gave thanks. It was by faith that gave 
their best to Christ and Christ did not disappoint. 
 
As we celebrate Epiphany and our Patron Saint, ask 
yourself a question each day: how am I a gift to the 
world and a blessing to others? With Christ you will 
find the way and the truth and new life too, after all, it 
is a new year of grace for you.
