THOUGHTS 

 
God has blessed the Christian 
community with an abun-
dance of gifts. The gifts given 
by God are used for this pur-

pose: to be good stewards of the world and each other. 
They are not to promote our own agenda, fill us with 
power, or offer us prestige: God’s gifts are used to build 
up the community of believers.  
 
Baptism never ends. The ceremony may have lasted 
but a few minutes but its impact on our lives is ongo-
ing. We are called to continually grow in our faith in 
the midst of a community of believers. It is not a task 
that we do on our own, rather, it is a task that is fos-
tered in community for we are bound to show forth by 
the example of our lives and our speech the new life 
Christ offers us. Baptism is grace acting in our lives 
opening us to see the wonders, mystery and love of God 
right now. 
 
A non-reflective life is not worth living. To reflect on 
one’s life challenges us to critical evaluation of whom 
we are and to grow in awareness of what God has 
called us to offer to the world. It is the work of the 
mind, heart and soul. To critically evaluate one’s life is 
to be open to others. Trying to be better, trying out 
something new, trying to offer your gifts to the Church 
is a good sign that one is critically evaluating one’s life 
with God’s help.  
 
Change is good. So often we want things to remain the 
same. Nothing grows if it stays the same. All life is 
changing. The seed dies so that the plant may grow. 
The same goes for us: we die to the past in order to live 
in the present. We give up the things of childhood to 
live an adult life. Change is good. God asks us to work 
with the gift of life given each day in order to make his 
grace come alive. Our task is to learn to embrace 
change in order to receive the gift of new grace each 
day.  
 

Gratitude is much deeper than thanks. Gratitude in-
vites us into the circle of God’s love. It is more than 
thanks for it contains its own quiet sense of joy. While 
we can be thankful for many things, look deep within 
the heart to find what you are truly grateful for. 
 
Even though Christians around the world profess a 
different belief, one of the underlying gifts of Christian-
ity is service to the world. No matter what denomina-
tion, when we follow the Gospel message, we do take 
care of the sick, the poor, the lonely, etc. God came for 
us to be people of the Good News. Like St. Francis may 
we “preach the gospel always -use words sparingly.”  
 
Time is fleeting. Take time to be with God. Take time 
to love. Take time to forgive. Today is the day to live a 
life pleasing to God.  
 
Stewardship thought: “The stewardship way of life 
means swimming against the tide of over-
consumerism, rampant materialism, and selfish indi-
vidualism, but we do so with the truth at our 
side” (Dan Potvin, Stewardship Notes). How often do 
we desire to go against the tide of sin and selfishness? 
Only with faith in God and trust in his Word can we 
travel through life safely on the road of grace.

Jesus, his parents, and his grandparents lived in the 
small town of Nazareth that had a population of about 
400 people and would have fit inside the physical 
boundaries on an averaged sized parish.  In the syna-
gogue at Nazareth, after reading a passage from 
Isaiah, Jesus declared “Today this Scripture Passage is 
fulfilled in your hearing...he Spirit of the Lord is upon 
me because he has anointed me to bring glad tidings to 
the poor.  He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the 
captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let the 
oppressed go free and to proclaim a year acceptable to 
the Lord”.  How would you react if someone you know 
in your parish stood up and said that?  Now imagine 
the speaker says to you, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon 
you….” and you have been sent to do all of those 
things.
