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“Laura’s Theme” 

laura.broyles@abecket.org 

 

     We recently covered 

the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation in RCIA. 

Candidates, after they 

really dig into the topic, 

rarely have a problem 

with it. Unfortunately,  I meet many 

life-long Catholics who do. They 

learned the basics as a child, but as 

they grew, the simple explanation for 

the sacrament given to them at a 

child’s level no longer seems 

relevant, and they often have 

resolved it by this kind of thinking: “I 

am not comfortable, so why should I 

go?  Anyway, God knows my sins 

and what I am sorry for.  I think that’s 

enough.” 

     Obviously, we may not be going to 

hell for feeling that way, unless we 

commit some very serious sin we 

refuse to repent of. God certainly 

does forgive us if we are truly sorry! 

This is true.  

     But, unfortunately, we could be 

seeing repentance and forgiveness 

too narrowly. Sin cuts us off - not only 

from God, but from other people. 

Repentance is not only about 

repairing a relationship with God.  It 

is also about admitting that our sins 

affect our relationship with people, 

and admitting how, in bearing the 

name ‘Christian’, we, who are called 

to witness Christ where we are, have 

somehow failed to be Christ in the 

world. When we sin, we fail in our call 

to make Christ present, and so fail to 

make the Body of Christ (of which 

each of us are a part) present to 

those around us.    

     The Sacrament of Reconciliation 

acknowledges and celebrates not 

only the forgiveness and healing of 

our personal relationship with God, 

but the affect from the communal 

nature of sin. In the ancient church, 

one who sinned had to stand in front 

of the community to confess (whew, 

glad we don’t do that anymore). It is 

the priest who stands, not only for 

Christ, but also for the community. 

We don’t sin in a vacuum, and 

neither should the celebration of our 

reconciliation be in a vacuum. 

     Besides, if you have not 

celebrated the sacrament in a long 

time, try it again and see if you don’t 

experience the beauty and healing 

and freedom of this sacrament! 

Before too long, we will be offering a 

Lenten Communal Reconciliation 

Service. What better way to come 

back to the sacrament?

Education and Social Justice 

     One of the pillars of Catholic 

social teaching is Solidarity: We are 

one human family. We are all 

human beings created in the image 

and likeness of God, and as such, we 

are called to respect and support 

each other regardless of social 

background, education, race, etc. 

However, it would be naïve to deny 

that opportunities to develop one’s 

own talents are often dramatically 

different between undeveloped and 

developed nations, and even 

between groups of individuals (such 

as upper and middle classes and the 

poor) within the same nation.  

     Increasing economic inequality in 

recent years has widened the gap 

between people with different 

education levels, making opportuni-

ties for better jobs and better lives 

fewer and tougher for those who lack 

a good education. 

     Economic growth is dependent on 

social progress, and the first 

objective of any nation seeking to 

develop itself is education. As Pope 

John VI wrote in his encyclical, 

Populorum Progressio, “Lack of 

education is as serious as lack of 

food; the illiterate is a starved spirit. 

When someone learns how to read 

and write, he is equipped to do a job 

and to shoulder a profession, to 

develop self confidence and realize 

social integration. . . . (these skills) 

enable man to act on himself.” 

     In the U.S. we sometimes ignore 

or forget the fact that a significant 

number of our fellow citizens are 

either illiterate or possess only a 

grade school education. The 

correlation between education level 

and opportunity for personal/

economic growth is undeniable. One 

way we can bridge the education gap 

is to nurture brotherly ties between 

individuals and nations. This can be 

accomplished with policies that 

reward hard work, create educational 

opportunities for the underprivileged, 

and respect cultural and economic 

differences.  

     It is in the best interest of every 

nation to build a better world -  one 

that provides more economic stability 

and encourages respect among all 

individuals.  For any country, perhaps 

the only war worth investing in is the 

war against poverty and ignorance.

     On January 20, the 

U.S. Department of 

Health and Human Services (HHS) 

reaffirmed a rule that virtually all 

private health care plans must 

cover sterilization, abortifacients, 

and contraception. The rule is set to 

take effect August 1, 2012. Non-

profit religious employers that do 

not now provide such coverage, 

and are not exempt under the rule's 

extremely narrow definition of 

religious employer, will be given 

one year - until August 1, 2013 - to 

comply. 

     Responding to the announce-

ment, Cardinal-designate Timothy 

Dolan, archbishop of New York and 

president of the U.S. Conference of 

Catholic Bishops, stated: "In effect, 

the president is saying we have a 

year to figure out how to violate our 

consciences." Cardinal-designate 

Dolan continued: "To force 

Americans to choose between 

violating their consciences and 

forgoing their healthcare is literally 

unconscionable. . . It is as much an 

attack on access to health care as 

on religious freedom." Noting that 

the Obama administration "has now 

drawn an unprecedented line in the 

sand," the Cardinal-designate urged 

that the HHS mandate be 

overturned. "The Catholic bishops 

are committed to working with our 

fellow Americans to reform the law 

and change this unjust regulation." 

     To correct the threats to 

religious liberty and rights of 

conscience posed by PPACA, the 

Respect for Rights of Conscience 

Act has been introduced in 

Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467). 

This measure will ensure that those 

who participate in the health care 

system "retain the right to provide, 

purchase, or enroll in health 

coverage that is consistent with 

their religious beliefs and moral 

convictions." It is more important 

than ever that Members of 

Congress be urged to co-sponsor 

this measure.
