For those of you who didn’t make 
it to the 4:00 Christmas Eve Mass: 
Wow, you really missed something 
special! The children performed the 
Nativity of Jesus, and what an 
awesome thing it was to witness. 
They had costumes and music, and 
at the end they all sang a beautiful 
song about the new-born Savior 
and King, whom with the angels, 
they adore. And the music for the 
whole Liturgy was amazing! It really 
aided participation. Well done job 
and thank you to all teachers and 
helpers, too!  

And now today, we’re celebrating 
the Epiphany of the Lord. A number 
of cultures call this day Three Kings 
Day or Little Christmas and 
celebrate with gift-giving. We, as a 
family, have a little tradition for this 
day, also. It is on this day that we 
add the Three Kings to our manger 
scene. Before Epiphany, they’re 
“out in the country-side somewhere” 
trying to make their way to the crib. 
It’s fun sometimes to discover a 
new hiding spot where they might 
be “hiding” while trying to find their 
way to the manger. On Epiphany, 
they finally make it.  

It’s strange how little things start 
one year, and then after a while, 
they become traditions, and 
therefore, something to remember. 
Traditions are an important part of 
many cultures, and I think they are 
way of bringing people together. In 
individual families, traditions take all 
kinds of forms which are peculiar to 
the family itself--like our “hidden 
magi”. But when traditions are 
shared among larger groups, for 
example, the Catholic Church, they 
become things that identify the 
people as members. For example, 
when we Catholics are out to eat in 
a restaurant and cross ourselves 
before saying grace, that one, 

single tradition (prayer, if you will) 
becomes an identifying factor. It 
“says”: “I am a Catholic”. Maybe for 
this Epiphany, we can each think 
about something that we do as a 
family which identifies us as 
members of that family. And maybe 
we could also think about 
something that we do as Catholics 
that identifies us as members of the 
Catholic Church.

year is here bringing hope that our 
economy will improve and once 
again, life will be a little easier.  For 
our clients though, life will be 
harder—keeping warm and having 
enough to eat and drink is definitely 
much more difficult in January than 
in June.  Some of them in their 
desperation to keep warm,  
postpone call ing the uti l i ty 
companies to negotiate, or they fail 
to call the mortgage company or 
their bill holders.  Sometimes I think 
despair overcomes them and they 
don’t know what to do.  When we 
can help, we do—although we 
hardly ever can bring them up to 
snuff—they’re too far behind We 
make phone calls, visit them, drive 
them if needs be, and refer them to 
var ious agencies that  are 
committed to helping.  However, no 
income at all means no help is 
available from some agencies. It 
is a very vicious circle that they live 
in. St. Vincent de Paul is their 
“patron saint” and we are his 
descendants and have taken on his 
mission through your generosity!  

Last week, I had occasion to visit 
the Food Pantry.  It was amazing –I 
stood there looking at shelves, full 
to the brim. We now have an 
“adjunct” food pantry where we can 
store larger amounts and even 
though there is more storage with 
the extra shelving, it is still not 
enough. The storage space in the 
rectory is like a well stocked 
grocery store. Even though it is 
small, it is packed with all kinds of 
non perishables, even baby food, 
and  personal items like lotion and 
soap and toilet paper. What a 
testament to the generosity of 
this parish!!   

Thanks to Keith Vega, and his 
“mission”, it is organized and neat.  
When clients are taken there to 
help themselves along with a 
conference member to help, it is 
readily apparent that they are 
overwhelmed at what we offer. We 

are all so proud of St. Valentine 
Parish.  Thank you, thank you, 
thank you!
