SCRIPTURE REFLECTION – BAPTISM OF THE LORD 
 
 Last Sunday, we celebrated the solemnity of the Epiphany. We saw that 

the word, “epiphany,” means “manifestation.” The infant Jesus was 
manifested as the Savior not only of the Jews but of all mankind. Today, the 
Feast of the Baptism of Our Lord, is also an epiphany, a feast of a still 
further manifestation of our Lord. 

 Today, the Church asks us to leave aside the sweet, touching scene of the 
crib. We must see Jesus not as a tiny, helpless infant, but as a grown man 
who takes upon himself a tremendous burden and responsibility. The burden 
is the weight of the sins of all mankind. The responsibility is to make 
reparation for those sins. 

 The fact that Jesus was baptized by John was something of a difficulty for 
the early Church. John’s baptism was a baptism of repentance for the 
forgiveness of sins. The early Church was keenly aware of the fact that 
Jesus as divine was absolutely sinless. The question was why should 
someone who was free of sin submit to a baptism that included an 
admission of sin. The fact that our Lord was baptized by John showed that 
he was taking upon himself the sins of the whole world, even though he was 
perfectly innocent of sin himself. As such, Jesus would suffer for the sins of 
the people, all people. 

 Today, then, the Church calls us from the crib of the infant to the Cross of 
the Savior. But in doing so, the Church does not destroy the joy and 
happiness that was ours at Christmas. Rather, the Church shows us the goal 
and purpose of the birth of Christ: the fullness of life that comes from the 
suffering and death of Jesus. And today that fullness of life is our hope and 
expectation.

Today is the last day of the 
Christmas season, the Baptism of 
the Lord.  While Jesus certainly did 
not need to be Baptized, I think He 
allowed it to happen through John 
as an example to us.  He was 
showing us the need we have for 
Baptism—the need we have to 
become part of the family of God 
and be freed of original sin.   

Pope John-Paul the Great tells us 
that with Baptism, a condition of 
intimate communion with Him is 
actually set up because we are 
totally freed from our sin, forming us 
into a new creation and giving us a 
new birth, a rebirth.  “Ours is the joy 
of the divine family. . .a number of 
new members enter to become part 
of the family of God, and while they 
acquire a new Father in Him, they 
also find new brethren in us, ready 
to receive them, with concern and 
exultation, into the great community 
of the children of God”  (Prayers 
a n d  D e v o t i o n s - 3 6 5  D a i l y 
Mediations by John-Paul II, 1984).  
In essence, through Baptism we 
become brothers and sisters to 
each other.  We are family—God’s 
family.  How awesome is that!?  
And through Baptism we are given 
the Holy Spirit who gives us the 
power and strength we need to give 
testimony to that fact.  At the 
beginning of this New Year, I 
wonder just how often I actually 
relate to others as my brothers and 
sisters.  Do I actually believe that 
those in the pew with me are really 
my brothers and sisters?  Do I 
regularly think of their needs and 
concerns, or am I more concerned 
about me and my concerns?  These 
are questions that I find the Lord 
putting on my heart this New Year, 
and perhaps He may have you 
thinking about them also.  I think 
the beginning of the year is a good 

time to think, pray and act on such 
things.  And then, by growing in our 
faith and coming closer to the Lord 
through prayer, we can go about 
doing the good works God calls us 
to do through our Baptism.  Trying 
to do what God wants us to do 
seems like a pretty good way to 
begin the New Year—a good way 
to live our lives all the time, actually.

Baptism of the Lord 
The old African-American spiritual 

"Michael Row the Boat Ashore" has 
one verse that goes, "Jordan's river 
is chilly and cold / hallelujah / chills 
the body but not the soul / 
hallelujah." We don't know what the 
temperature of the Jordan River 
was when Jesus stepped into it in 
front of John the Baptist. But Luke's 
Gospel relates that after he had 
been baptized and while he was 
praying the heavens opened up and 
the Holy Spirit descended upon 
him. A voice from heaven was 
heard, saying, "You are my beloved 
Son; with you I am well pleased." 

It is unlikely that any such 
expl ic it ly  miraculous events 
occurred at our own baptism, or any 
that we may have attended. But 
something just as momentous did 
take place when we were baptized. 
In our baptism we became 
intimately connected to God; we 
became God's own children, just as 
Jesus is the Father's beloved Son. 
And when we were baptized the 
Holy Spirit descended upon us-not 
as a dove, but as the Spirit of God 
that always dwells in our hearts. 
That connectedness to God never 
disappears. Even when we are 
guilty of the worst sins, God is with 
us. We believe that the Holy Spirit 
dwells in us, helping us to act more 
and more like Christ as we reaffirm 
our baptismal commitment. 

While we celebrate the signs and 
wonders at the Jordan that herald 
Jesus' baptism and the beginning of 
his public ministry, we also recall 
that our own baptism begins the call 
to minister in this world. Our 
baptismal call is to act like Christ, to 
be his hands, and voice, and heart 
in this world. When we act like him, 
we can be assured we too will hear 
the Father's voice, "with you I am 
well pleased."

It is absolutely amazing that each 
year we anticipate the holidays so 
eagerly and in the twinkle of an 
eye—they’re over!  It’s January— 
which seems to be the longest and 
dreariest month of the year.  
However, with an eye out for 
interesting things to do, we get 
through it.  Our clients, though, are 
having a very hard time coping with 
the cold and overdue utility bills, 
with suddenly not working, and all 
the nightmare things that are 
happening in this economy.   

November’s stats are here— at 
the December meeting we learned 
of so many hardships.  Mostly they 
are related to utilities—overdue 
water bills and heating bills, 
sometimes for huge amounts.  
Since we are primarily an 
emergency help organization, we 
cannot pay these bills but partial 
payment will hopefully buy time for 
the client to find work, or some 
source of payment.  We pray they 
can. 

In November, we had very 
generous donations.  The total was 
$4,874.81 from the Poor Box, 
donations and the Thanksgiving 
Day Collection.  THANK YOU! Our 
expenses used about half of that 
money.  We gave $500 back to the 
parish for Christmas help, $50 for 
food vouchers, $326 for furniture, 
we helped one family with rent for 
$300, repairs and maintenance 
were $250 and we twinned with Our 
Lady of Loretto parish with $244, 
We bought more children’s books 
for $99 and spent $44 for postage.  
So you can see that we were very 
busy and thank God, we had 
money to help. 

The words of Jesus when he 
exhorts us to love our neighbor as 
ourselves are taken very seriously 
here at St. Valentine and so we 
pray that 2010 will be happy and 
healthy and that God will bless you 
for your generous care this year 
and always.

Speaking of Upcoming 
Changes

In most of the jobs I’ve held in my 

life, I haven’t been one of those 
who has kept up on the “company 
gossip” when change was in the 
works. I found it easier to keep my 
sanity by paying attention to doing 
my job and letting news of the latest 
corporate reorganization or change 
in upper management reach me 
through official channels. My 
experience taught me that the 
information I got this way was very 
reliable and reduced my anxiety 
level significantly during times of 
change. I judged that I was more 
peaceful during those times than 
those of my coworkers who were 
frequently seeking someone “in the 
know” or engaging in speculation. 
Then, when the changes were 
implemented, I had a stable base 
from which to fulfill my own part in 
the official channels and pass on 
the news about the changes; this 
tended to make for smoother 
transitions. 

I mention this because we in the 
U.S. Catholic Church are preparing 
for an eventual change in how we 
do the most important thing we do: 
participate in the celebration of Holy 
Eucharist. More specifically, a new 
English translation of the Mass is in 
the works. Father Paul tells me that, 
a c c o r d i n g  t o  t h e  c u r r e n t 
Archdiocesan timeline, the new 
Missal will be put into use in about 
two years. We will use the time 
between now and then to prepare 
ourselves spiritually, intellectually 
and pastorally. 

Just as I did in my previous jobs, I 
have relied almost exclusively on 
the Church’s official channels in 
seeking to understand the reasons 
for this change, exactly what is 
going to change and how it is 
planned to be implemented. My 
study of it has been rather 
exhaustive, and has resulted in a 
solid appreciation of what the 
Church intends in making this 
change. In Father Paul, you have a 
very able and wise pastor. Count on 
this: following his guidance, taken in 
concert with our bishop, we can 

expect this change to lead us to 
ever more fitting worship and to a 
deeper experience of the Holy 
Eucharist in our parish community.
