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In an attempt to try
and be relevant, modern
Christian pastors (and I'm
not without fault in this)
have become fond of ser-
mon series meant to catch
the attention of hearers.
This is not entirely bad, as
we do have a responsibil-
ity to speak a historic
message in the language
of today. One of the unin-
tended consequences
though is that many rich
stories of the Bible have
almost been forgotten.
For many Christians the
only festivals in the church
are Christmas and Easter,
but there is so much
more.

Between Christmas and
the season of Lent this
year alone we will com-
memorate the Epiphany,
the Baptism of Jesus, the
first miracle at Cana, and
the Transfiguration of our
Lord. Each of these cele-
brations tells us some-
thing important about our
Savior Jesus.

Epiphany

On Epiphany
we hear the
story of the 3
wise men who
bowed down

at sight of the baby Jesus
(Matthew 2:1-12). This
was their acknowledgment
that this child was no ordi-
nary son, but rather the
truly divine Son of God
himself, sent to save the
world.

Baptism
of Jesus

Short of his
death and res-
urrection, there
is no event in
Jesus' life more
important for our salvation
than his baptism (Matthew
3:13-17). This puzzles
many people, including
even John the Baptist who
wondered why Jesus would
need to be baptized. The
baptism of Jesus pointed to
his death. Though he had
no sin he became sin for us
(2 Corinthians 5:21). So,
just as he borrowed our
sin, he borrowed our bap-
tism.

Miracle

at Cana

At this first
miracle of Jesus we see
him reveal his glory, and
this caused the disciples to
put their faith in him (John
2:1-11). This s a fore-

shadowing of the wonder-
ful wedding feast that we’ll
share with the Lamb of
God for eternity.

The
Transfigu-
ration of
our Lord

In the Trans-
figuration we see Jesus as
the pure and holy Son of
God (Mark 9:2-8). Jesus
appears in dazzling white.
His disciples received a
greater glimpse of Jesus’
glory, which was especially
meaningful in light of the
death that he said he
would soon die. Because
of his divinity he would
also rise again!

I'll be taking the time to
share these stories with
you this winter and spring.
They may seem like events
stuck in the past, but they
are integral to our under-
standing of a Savior who is
every bit as relevant today
as he was 2000 years ago.

Super Bowl Sunday is coming
up and there is no better way to
celebrate than with a piping hot
bow! of chili. And there is no chili
that is sure to deliver like mine (I
know the apostle Paul tells us to
be on guard about boasting, but
you'd understand if you ever had
a bowl). Here is my recipe. No
thanks are necessary —your
smiles will be enough!

(The following will make a large
crock-pot full, which was good
enough for a pastor buddy and | to

2Ibs ground beef (you can sub-
stitute ground turkey if you
wish)

2-3 15 oz cans tomato sauce

2 15 oz cans finely diced toma-
toes

3 15 oz cans chili beans

1 finely chopped garlic clove

1 medium finely chopped onion
Chili powder

Black Pepper

Sriracha Chili Hot Sauce
Brown Sugar

Brown the beef. Mix with
sauce (use 2-3 cans depending
on your desired thickness), diced
tomatoes, chili beans, garlic, and
onion (can be added on the side
if you wish). Add ¥4 cup chili
powder, 3 table spoons black
pepper, 2 table spoons brown
sugar. Then add Sriracha Chili

Hot Sauce depending on your
desired heat (word of warning

a little bit goes a long way). On
Saturday heat for 2-3 hours,
stirring regularly. Turn off and
let it sit overnight. Sunday
when you get back from church
turn it back on high for a few
hours and it will be ready to go
before game time.

A simple recipe, and yet, oh
so good! It'll be enough to put a
smile on your face until the year
the Lions are finely playing the
Super Bowl and you don’t care
what you'll eat!

look back

on my time here and marvel at
the great transformation | per-
sonally have undergone. | am so
happy to say that | indeed "was
lost but now am found." With
tears of joy flowing from my eyes
as | start to type this, | would
like to share some insights and
learnings from my journey thus
far in the hopes that | may in-
spire and encourage others to
soften their hearts and challenge
themselves to explore or continue
to grow their faith in Jesus Christ.
There is an absolute night and
day difference between truly
"getting it" and almost "getting
it."

Let me set the stage of where
my journey started when |
started to attend SOTL. Raised
Catholic (Dad always stayed
home except for Christmas and
Easter), viewed Jesus as the ex-
ample to emulate, was confident
in myself, viewed attending
church as checking the box and
giving a token hour of the week
to God, immediately headed for
the doors after church ended,
liked blending into a large church
crowd, never read the Bible - it
was read to me at church on
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family and

away from
our church

and school

Sunday after all, absolutely could
not stand contemporary Chris-
tian music, barely gave money
at all (it was mine and | earned

it with my hard work and effort),
my wife was by far the strongest
Christian in the household, Bible
study was not appealing in the
least bit (I heard it read and ser-
monized in church), men's Bible
study seemed exceedingly awk-
ward. My wife Susan and | were
"shopping" for a church that
would meet my/our church con-
sumer needs - we had come
from very polar opposite Chris-
tian backgrounds (Catholic vs.
small "praise, praise” church as |
called it:).

How far | have come with the
help and guidance of the Holy
Spirit. My transformation was
not a result of any decision |
made to "believe" or any certain
program or event the church had
sponsored. Rather, getting into
God's word and learning more
about him in Bible study
(between services and small
group) played the leading role.
My heart had been softened and
the Holy Spirit (though various
means) led me to learn more.

Self vs. Jesus:

Everything boils down to the
question of Self vs. Jesus. Itis
a 100% or 0% question.

Tithing was the final straw for
me personally. If tithing 10% of
the income that God has blessed
you with is even remotely a
"have to" proposition because
the Bible says so, | would ven-
ture to guess that you have not
experienced the full, joyful trans-
formation of relinquishing the
power and focus on self in favor
of Jesus. This step was the final
straw for me.

Truth:

There is only one right answer
to 2+2; the correct answer is not
open to interpretation or feeling.
| believe the same holds true for
"religion." There can't be multi-
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ple, conflicting, correct answers
to 2+2. The Truth Project DVD
Bible study was truly transfor-
mational for me. One aspect of
this series was that it exposed
me to information that | had
never been presented with. |
would recommend everyone to
go through this DVD video series
as well; you don't know what

you don't know. Our main-
stream society (especially the
government) has gone to and
continues to go to great lengths
to shield as many people as pos-
sible from powerful historical
facts and information that reveal
the clearly Christian influences
in our country.

Next are some highlights of
other aspects of my transforma-
tion:

Reading the Bible : On gen-
eral principle, part of me
wanted to read the whole
Bible - possibly in a year.
Well | have not made it fully
through yet, but | should
complete it in about 1.5
years. I've learned that it is
full of wisdom and can be
quite engaging. The Daily
Audio Bible podcast (iPod)
has enabled me to get into
the Bible - and gave me the
option to go for exercise
walks at the same time:)

Bible Study : I now look for-
ward to it (vs. avoiding it)
and co-led a small group
with my wife - | learned it
can be FUNtoo- even a
men's study:)

We all need to do this, it's not
easy or comfortable at first,
but nothing of great value
comes easy. lIt's very OK to
NOT know the answer to a
guestion or challenge - it
gives you a reason to find out
the answer and re-engage
with the person a second time
to continue the conversation;)

Compassion : Beyond tithing
to the church, we sponsor

children through Compassion
International to help spread
God's word throughout the
world. It's a great feeling
that | hope others get to ex-
perience as well.

My family and | are so
blessed, and it gives me goose
bumps when it seems obvious
that God is lining things up
amazingly for us. Moving to Vir-
ginia is one clear example. First
off, I am blessed to have a job in
this tough economy, let alone be
promoted and offered a moving
package. The sellers of the
home we bought in Virginia hap-
pened to be strong Christians
too. They are moving to Colo-
rado Springs to work for Com-
passion International - goose
bumps.

Below is a description of the handcrafted chancel hangings
you will see at our Ash Wednesday service on February 17th
and throughout Lent. Karen Godecke was commissioned by
Shepherd of the Lakes to create these beautiful pieces of art.
She was kind enough to leave us with articles giving us insight
into the meaning behind her art.

“The identical ‘double image’ of the chancel hangings is in-
tended to be an encouragement and affirmation of faith in Jesus
Christ for worshippers. The hangings are also a ‘visual’ reflec-

tion of the Lenten Gradual, ‘Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the
author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before
him, endured the cross, and it's shame...".

The range of deep purple textures, and hand-dyed fabrics en-
courage worshippers to ponder the depth of unfathomable suf-
fering, and love of Jesus to put to death the sin of mankind.
Within each hanging are abstract references to the crown of thorns, a cross, the three nails, the
blood shed, and the place/hill of violence and death.

Both hangings accentuate the central, paramount ‘Shepherd of the Lakes’ chancel cross, and
also remind worshippers that three crosses were present on Good Friday. Like the thief who
confessed his faith with the words, ‘Remember me...’, the numerous smaller crosses in the
chancel hangings affirm ‘Christian’ worshippers’ individual faith in their Savior, the Son of God.”
